If you
are thinking of signing up for a third party delivery service such as DoorDash, there may be an
application period so signing up as soon as possible will get your business up and running
faster. Lastly, make sure that you document all of the impacts that this situation is having on
your business. The federal and state governments are in the process of developing and
releasing financial aid and relief programs. To best position your business to take advantage of
these resources you need to be able to show the exact size and scope of the impact on your
business.

Include a delivery fee in the total price

Utilize social media to promote your products and services
